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How Rodney and Stephanie Solve Problems

Twenty-five percent of most couple's conversations are devoted to problem solving.
Once you have a lock on problem solving together you'll take a huge stride toward improving your
communication.

How much you fear losing control of your time determines how you tackle problems (as you
learned in your Individual Report) - either aggressively or passively. With this in mind, here is a
diagram of each of your personal fear factors coupled with your problem solving approaches.

Problem Solving Together

While Rodney is moderately inclined to fear "losing time," Stephanie rarely experiences this. Your
Fear Factor scores are 25% apart. This means that while there is some divergence in your
individual approaches to problem solving, you are not all that separate. You can work well as a
problem solving team when you are both respecting each other's approach. That is when
Stephanie respects Rodney's more aggressive approach, and Rodney respects Stephanie's
more passive approach. Still, problem solving can be a challenge for you in your conversations.

Influencing Each Other

typically not as consistently logical and introspective as Rodney. Your Fear Factor scores are
16% apart. This means that while there is some divergence in your individual approaches here,
you are not all that separate.

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How Rodney and Stephanie React To Change

Making Changes Together

While Stephanie is very inclined to fear "losing loyalty," Rodney is only moderately concerned
with this fear factor. Your Fear Factor scores are 25% apart. This means that while there is some
divergence in your individual approaches to how you react to change, you are not all that
separate. Stephanie will typically be more methodical and even inflexible than Rodney. This
means that Rodney can sometimes infuse more spontaneity and flexibility into your
conversations. Whatever the case, this combination can make for conversations that are typically
stable. You are both likely to take comfort in what is known and predictable, thought Rodney will
sometimes pull your conversation into more uncharted areas. Later in this report you'll learn how
to use your influence styles to full advantage.

Green signifies where you are minimally divergent in your scores.

Yellow signifies where you are moderately divergent in your scores.

Red signifies where you are extremely divergent in your scores.
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Talking Points: A Brief Exercise

In other words,
these are things you'd like Rodney to keep in mind when creating an environment with you in
which Love Talk is most likely to occur.

Stephanie said: Use of free time (recreation)

Talk about why you chose the answers you did. What can you do, personally, to reduce the
unease around these specific topics of conversation for yourself as well as your partner?
Discuss your answers with each other.

Which of the following communication mistakes would your partner say you are
most likely to make?

Rodney said: Jumping into a conversation before my partner is ready,
Correcting "insignificant" details in my partner's stories, Becoming
unreasonable in my requests of my partner, Giving advice that isn’t asked for
or appreciated.

Stephanie said: Talking without thinking first, Trying to control the
conversation rather than allowing it to happen, Discussing a problem rather
than trying to solve it.

Again, talk about why you chose the answers you did. Does your partner agree with your
assessment? Why or why not? How does an understanding of your personal fear factors
shed any new light on your answers?
